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BIAC Team visits Cairo

A five-member BIAC (Bangladesh International Arbitration Centre) team led by Mr.
Mahbubur Rahman, Chairman went to attend Seminars in Cairo, Egypt on Sunday 7
April 2013. During the stay they will visit the Cairo Regional Centre for International
Commercial Arbitration (CRCICA) and will be interacting with the professionals and
exchange views in arbitration and mediation practice.

BIAC’s specific objectives to undertake the tour is to understand the process of
Arbitration and Mediation as alternate dispute resolution method and to identify the
specific building blocks including Arbitration Rules and Procedures required to make
an arbitration and mediation centre functional. BIAC wants to examine the income
and expenditure structure, their business model and if they are financially self -
reliant/ self —sustaining. Also to identify areas of co-operation between BIAC and the
Cairo Regional Centre for International Commercial Arbitration.

BIAC teams meetings will end with expectation to design and develop a framework
of collaboration between CRCICA and BIAC in near future. The team took interest to
inquire about intricacies of arbitration and mediation in Egypt .The team will identify
the processes of arbitration and mediation that can be replicated in Bangladesh.

BIAC Chairman Mr. Mahbubur Rahman hopes this visit will add experiences and
help BIAC to solve more alternative dispute resolution cases in future.
